= The length between home plate and the pitchers mound is 60 feet 6
inches

= Home plate is a pentagon

= The infield is referred to as a diamond but is really a square because the
distance between the bases are equal just like a square

= The dimensions in the outfield are 338, 358, 371 and 396 feet from home
plate on both the right and left field sides and the distance to centerfield
is 410 feet. The field is symmetrical because it has the same dimensions
both to the right and left of center field.

= The statistics show the MLB Hitting Triple Crown Leaders

= Batting Average is related to math because it is hits divided by at-bats
- Batting Average = Hits/At bats

= ERA which stands for earned run average is the average amount of runs
given up per nine innings. ERA is found by dividing the number of
earned runs allowed by the number of innings pitched and multiplying
that by nine.

- ERA =9 X (Earned Runs/Innings Pitched)

= Below that is the teams’ standings, winning percentage is number of
wins divided by total games played

- Winning Percentage = Wins/Games Played
